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When night settles in, when the crowds
settle down and when the sky lights
up with bursts and trails and spirals

and showers of color something special is in the
air...literally. Children are entranced, dogs cower
and adults are as nonpartisan as adults can be.

Almost everyone (except the dogs) votes yes
for a celebration with fireworks whether it's for a
sports team win, a summer fest, a community
milestone, the arrival of a new season, a wedding
or, especially, the birth of a nation.

Fireworks were the celebration of choice in
1776 when the United States declared its inde-
pendence on July 4th and they have been a patri-
otic tradition ever since. They already were a
popular way to celebrate patriotism in other
countries. 

Briefly, fireworks may have been discovered
by the Chinese 2,000 years ago, where written
records describe how to make gunpowder into a
firecracker. The idea for shooting gunpowder as a

weapon is attributed to the Greeks and Romans.
Gunpowder made its way to the West in the 13th
century and so did fireworks which became a
form of entertainment and although they have
continued as entertainment all over the world
they are also used for providing light, warning
about dangers and signaling for help via torpe-
does, flares and rockets and many similar
devices.

In Maine, fireworks are legal, with some
exceptions, but they are also controlled by munic-
ipal ordinances under which times and restric-
tions may vary. Belgrade, for example, where a
spectacular public fireworks display will be
sponsored by the Belgrade Lakes Region
Business Group on July 4, advises individual con-
sumers to observe the following rules and
requests:

-Consumer fireworks, by Maine law, may only
be used between 9 am and 10 pm except July 4,
December 31 and the weekends before and after

July 4 and December 31, when the hours of use
are extended until 12:30 am.

-Fireworks can only be used on your own
property or the property of a person who has
consented to their use.

-Those under 21 may not buy, use or possess
consumer fireworks. Violation of fireworks law is
a civil offense that carries a fine and court costs.

-Keep in mind that while you may be on vaca-
tion, neighbors may have to get up for work,
have young children, have pets that may be trau-
matized by fireworks, or may have issues them-
selves that make fireworks difficult to tolerate. Be
a good neighbor and respect those around you.

-For more information, visit maine.gov and
search for "fireworks."

Municipalities aside, Maine's many lake com-
munities are also affected by fireworks and
although they cannot pass ordinances they can
issue lake-friendly fireworks user guidelines like
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by Anthony Wilson - 7 Lakes Alliance Communication Director

Got an erosion problem along a shoreline in
the Belgrade Lakes watershed? The 7 Lakes

Alliance has a solution. 
The mission of 7 Lakes’ Youth Conservation

Corps is to execute erosion control projects that
keep dirt out of the lakes – phosphorous in dirt
being a necessary nutrient for algae, the organism
that can turn lakes an icky green.

The YCC is accepting applications for summer
projects. Interested property owners can email
Erosion Control Project Coordinator Stuart Cole
at stuart.cole@7lakesalliance.org about their pro-
posed project. Cole will schedule an inspection of
the worksite and offer recommendations about
what should be done, including providing a list
of the needed supplies. He also pursues any

"While fireworks seem to go hand and hand
with the 4th of July, there are a number of Best
Management Practices that you can follow to
help keep our lake free from debris and prevent
harmful chemicals that are contained in fire-
works from affecting water and aquatic life.

1. Be respectful of your neighbors and their
pets and consider the timing and frequency of
fireworks displays.

2. Become knowledgeable of surrounding

drinking water supplies.
3. Devise a plan that minimizes potential

runoff from launch areas, and don't launch from
bare soil or sand.

4. Launch fireworks at a steep angle that pro-
motes maximum height allowing the complete
ignition and combustion. Fireworks launched at
a low trajectory may result in premature submer-
sion in the water and incomplete burning of
potentially hazardous compounds.

5. Rake the launch area and clean up all debris
immediately following a fireworks display.
Retrieve any visible non-combusted materials
from the water.

required state permitting. 
Property owners provide the supplies; the

YCC provides the labor at a minimal cost. (Labor
is the costliest expense of most construction proj-
ect.) Crews of high school and college students
typically complete a project in a day or less.  

Erosion control methods are referred to as best
management practices, and the current BMP of
choice is reinforcing shorelines and embank-
ments with riprap. Optimally, the broken stone is
complemented by other BMPs, such as:

•Planting vegetative buffers; blueberry bushes
are tremendous at stemming erosion … and at
providing a delicious pie filling! 

•Installing rubber razors that keeps driveway

and camp road dirt from washing into lakes during rainstorms. 
•Building porous infiltration steps into which water can seep.
•Laying driplines below eaves to allow roof runoff to more easily seep

into the ground. 
•Building rain gardens that collect runoff and sprout beautiful flowers. 
•Spreading erosion-control mulch or gravel. 
•Blazing zigzagged paths to the water, impeding the flow of runoff. 
Cole also oversees 7 Lakes’ LakeSmart program, which helps property

owners determine whether their camp or lake home could benefit from
adding BMPs. Email him to schedule a survey of your property. If it’s
deemed effective at mitigating runoff into the lake, you can earn a prized
LakeSmart designation and a sign that, we hope, will encourage your
neighbors to do the same. 

Our lakes are gems. But our enjoyment of them carries a responsibility to
be good stewards of them so they remain crystalline for generations to
come. That means proactively keeping dirt out of the lakes.

Last week was the first official week of summer and I got to enjoy a
broad variety of the outside activities this area offers.  One day last

week I went foraging for early season mushrooms and met up with a
couple of moose in the woods on one of the 7-Lakes Alliance hiking
trails.  Later that day, I took a neighbor’s grandson out fishing and to
check on a newly hatched loon chick. We caught a couple of bass and
a nice rainbow trout along the way. Earlier in the week we had an
overnight visit from my youngest grandson while his parents enjoyed
some time to themselves.  I took him fishing for a bit and he caught 4
or 5 nice sunfish off the dock. Later in the week I spent some time hik-
ing French Mountain and met families hiking with their kids. I fin-
ished the week on a nice bird walk led by Julia Hanauer-Milne at
7-Lakes’ Fogg Island Preserve in Mt Vernon, where we saw and heard
a large number of species, including scarlet tanagers, kingfishers, and
nesting king birds, among others.

The boy
was an avid fisherman, so I took him out while his phone was charg-
ing. A few cold, windy days last week has resulted in the surface
water temperature in the lake dropping from about 70F back to the
low to mid 60’s.  This has made the trout in Long Pond much happier,
and they are staying up in the layer again. I’ve caught several this

week and Jackson got a nice one while we were out that he
brought back for dinner for his family. The next day, I
hiked French Mountain and met several Bear Spring
campers out enjoying the hiking. They come every year
and like to get out on the trails.  I also met the Thompson
Family from Gardiner out hiking with daughters Isabella
and Zoey in back packs.  Mom had Zoey and I assumed
dad had Isabella.  Mom said, “That’s not my husband,
that’s his best friend, Rooks.”  I asked if she was going to
get in trouble if her husband saw her picture in the paper
out with his best friend.

Gaslight Theater to Present 
I Hate Shakespeare!

Do you hate Shakespeare? Or do you love him?If you are in the “hate” camp, Gaslight Theater’s
presentation of I Hate Shakespeare! may change your mind. If you already love the Bard, the play

may deepen your appreciation of his works.
Gaslight, which bills itself as Maine’s “oldest con-
tinuously operating theater,” will hold six per-
formances on the second and third weekends of
July. The performances will be in Augusta and
Hallowell.
Written by Steph DeFerie and directed by Meg

Mattheson, this play about plays spoofs both
Shakespeare and popular culture. Through a
series of sketches, Hamlet (Cody Curtis) and the
ensemble (listed below) try to convince an
“Unhappy Person” (Lisa Copenhaver) that
Shakespeare’s plays are still interesting, meaning-
ful, and funny four hundred years after they were
written. The sketches include Othello, Iago, and
Desdemona’s sorting out their differences on the
Jerry Springer Show; a mild-mannered milque-
toast’s finding courage in a can and learning to

use Shakespearean insults against a sand-kicking bully at the beach; the ensemble’s attempts to relate
the plot of  “the Scottish play” without saying the name of the play or its lead character, lest some
calamity occur; and Juliet’s going on The Dating Game to choose a suitor. (Will she pick Romeo?) There
are also zombies and cheerleaders, and at some point, somebody gets a pie in the face.

The cast and crew also includes Ben Keene, Kathleen Leopold, Donna Loveland, Eleanor Maranda,
Joe Maranda, Desi-Rae Severson, Quinn Murray, Matthew Perry, Gregor Smith, Tony Vazquez, and
Richard Bostwick. There are 44 distinct roles, so each actor plays multiple parts.

Performances will take place Friday – Sunday, July 8-10 & 15-17. The Friday and Saturday shows
will all start at 6:00 p.m., the Sunday shows at 2:00. Not including intermission, the play runs 60 – 70
minutes. The play is definitely suitable for children, although they may not get all the jokes and ref-
erences. Indeed, the first-ever production of I Hate Shakespeare! used child actors. Rather than taking
place on Broadway with adult professionals, it was by the students at a middle school on Cape Cod
in 2008.

The first weekend’s performances will be held in Augusta’s Waterfront Park, behind the stone-tur-
reted Olde Federal Building on Water Street. The second weekend will be at the Vaughan Homestead
Pavilion at 2 Litchfield Road in Hallowell.

All performances will be outdoors. Although a few seats may be available, audience members
should bring their own chairs or blankets to sit on. Admission is free, but donations will be grateful-
ly accepted.

Avisitor wrote in this week to compliment us
on the water levels so far this season, but

(there’s always a “but”) asked if “there is some-
thing we can do about the water temperature?”  I
don’t know where they are from, but, right now
as I pen this week’s discourse, upper Long Pond
is a refreshing 67.8F!  Not quite wet-suit weather
but not quite enjoyable either, in my book!!  And
that’s on the surface.  Forget going below that at
least for another month!!  

Another question by way of J.A. was, “For
every inch of rain, how far does the Great Pond’s
water level come up?”  Well, if you remember
from last year’s columns, for every inch of rain
that lands in your water bucket on the dock,
both Great Pond and Salmon/McGrath come up
just about 1.5”, but (I know, another “but”) Long
Pond with its steep watershed, comes up a
whopping 3”!  

Back to why I guess you’re reading this col-
umn, Great Pond’s Village dam is currently 1.44”
above full pond with the main gate still opened

just 6”.  Long Pond’s Wings Mill dam is at 1.32”
with both gates completely closed collecting cob-
webs.  Salmon/McGrath is now right at full pond
with its single gate still opened the mandated 1
cfs. flow.  Our neighbors to the east on
Messalonskee are down 5.40” below full which is
what they need to do for their electricity genera-
tion needs.  

Our precipitation for the past 10 days was a
meager .54” of rain with only .64” forecasted for
the next 10 days so it looks like our honeymoon
with the occasional afternoon shower is coming
to an end.  Remember, that they were calling for
an average 20% less precipitation.  Who wants to
bet against the weatherman?

The success of a low-risk herbicide treatment to choke invasive milfoil in Great Meadow Stream
will not be fully known until early August. The Maine Department of Environmental Protection

applied the herbicide, ProcellaCOR, on June 16, using an airboat. The herbicide is an intentionally
slow-moving solution that is gradually absorbed by the entire plant, including its roots. The success
of the effort cannot be fully measured for five weeks. 

Sharon Mann, Invasive Aquatics Director for the 7 Lakes Alliance, stressed the treatment is not a
“silver bullet” cure-all. The one-time treatment is meant to stymie invasive milfoil so 7 Lakes divers
can continue to sustainably remove the milfoil infestation while preventing its spread. The 7 Lakes
Alliance and the Belgrade Lakes Association supports the DEP’s decision to treat Great Meadow
Stream after studying the herbicide’s effectiveness and safety. ProcellaCOR is not toxic to humans
and aquatic life at recommended dosages, and only temporarily impacts native plants. 7 Lakes is
monitoring the treatment’s impact on plants. The DEP, with assistance from 7 Lakes, is gathering
water samples from three checkpoints along the stream; results of the samples are pending.

Yep, George Washington visited, but did not sleep, in Kittery, Maine when
Massachusetts was our state and Maine a province.  Mainers were always

constantly working on independence from Mass.  Nathaniel Philbrick describes
the great roaring Piscataqua River that separates Portsmouth, NH from Kittery.  I
can’t help but think that this tremendous phenomena of nature is one big reason
Mainers were always quite separate from our southern neighbors, NH and Mass.

“Because the Piscataqua is one of the fastest-flowing rivers in North America
(second only to the Columbus in the Pacific Northwest ), with currents recorded
as high as ten knots, the organizers must have coordinated the tour with the
changing tides.”  My husband Frank and I once had lunch at an outside porch
cafe in Portsmouth overlooking the roaring Piscataqua.  I kept going to the edge,
attracted by the sound of the water.  Watching the movement was a surprise and
it sounded like a waterfall.

“Washington and Senator Langdon were in one barge, manned by oarsmen in
white suits, while Lear and Jackson followed in another barge with oarsmen in
blue suits.”

A third barge, can you believe, had musicians playing music. The elaborate
numbers of groups accompanying Washington everywhere makes it all seem like
a stage show in every town, whether he slept there or not. Politics from the begin-
ning.

Travels with George by Nathaniel Philbrick
Washington attended Sunday church in Kittery and briefly met with the clergy

before returning to Portsmouth while the tide was still relatively calm.  Philbrick
and his wife met locals and delved into history as he did at every spot Washington
ventured to. Most villages enjoyed seeing the President mounted on his white
horse in a grand parade.  

The carriage carrying our tall first president between towns had a cab as small
as a Volkswagen, so Washington had to bend and fold into a small space for his
large frame, rocking and bouncing along uneven roadways. A carriage photo in
the book shows a similar one of the day, the best transportation at that time, the
chariot at the John Brown House in Providence, RI. Wealthy Brown, founder of
Brown University.

The huge boulder that tipped in balance, defying gravity, is shown in a photo
with Nathaniel pushing with all his might.  Washington stopped there and appar-
ently did the same comical pose.  Low and behold, in 2020, the dreaded year of
covid, the boulder disintegrated and is no longer in balance for tourists to visit
Washington's stop.  People must still look at the remains anyways...The Balancing
Rock of Holliston, Mass. if you care to check it out.

We actually still look for The Old Man on the Mountain in NH, because he was
always there until gravity pulled down those boulders years ago.  Apparently sim-
ilar conditions of decay.

How the 57 year old Washington weathered this long journey as far south as
Savannah, Ga. is a wonder.  All to help unify a very divided young nation.  Makes
me think of Lafayette's celebratory journey on horseback as well with his son
George Washington Lafayette. They returned to our country's 50th year celebra-
tion and made the laborious rounds to every state. Lafayette was no longer a
young man when he accomplished these travels. He stopped in exhaustion at The
Elms Plantation to visit Ralph Izard during a horrendous thunderstorm.  

Our winter home is located at The Elms, just a half hour drive from downtown
Charleston where Washington spent several days. Worshipping at St. Michael's
Church and dancing hours at The Exchange ballroom and many dinners through-
out the city. Lafayette was also welcomed with much acclaim years later after the
President's visit.

The personal commentary in this history makes it light and easy compared to
Philbrick's other histories that I have enjoyed. In The Heart of the Sea: The Tragedy of
the Whaleship Essex, is perhaps my favorite. Mayflower: A Story of Courage,
Community, and War or Why Read Moby-Dick? may catch your interest.

Looking at demolished old tavern sites where Washington stopped, many not
very pleasant, Nathaniel joked about the possible location of the outhouse out
back.  The noted historian even remarked about a golf course tee where George
may have stopped "and teed".  One library in a New England town has the maga-
zine section dedicated to Washington slept here, in this room.  The library used to
be the town tavern.

"By touring New England, Washington wasn't just learning from the American
citizenry about what was happening in their towns and states; he was also
instructing them in the reality of the new federal government.  Washington greet-
ed the people with a smile and a bow, but he was also asserting the authority of his
office."  

Philbrick and his wife marveled at the rural beauty still remaining within an
hour of Boston, Worcester and Providence in southern New England..."surround-
ed by a forest so dense that it was worthy of the northern reaches of Maine."
